e golf course has matured to allow optimum playing 
conditions.  I hope you enjoyed the season.  

In October you may have noticed subtle changes in 
turfgrass heights of greens, tees and fairways.  Bring-
ing the heights up allows more energy to be stored 
before dormancy.  Mowing the native grasses mid Fall 
produces a healthier native area for next season.

We’ve completed aerification of the practice facility 
tee and all tees on course.  During November roughs 
and fairways will also be aerified.

e greens are now healed & consistently a 12 on the 
stimp meter, before the snow hit.  Please remember to 
sand and seed your divots and repair your ballmark plus 
one other.  As of November 23rd, cart path only rules ap-
ply until Spring, in order to preserve the course from un-
necessary damage during dormancy.

We are now in frost season, please be aware of delayed 
start times.  When the temperature is below forty degrees 
we will most likely have frost.  Please contact the profes-
sional staff for the latest information.
